Agaricus hondensis Felt-ringed Agaricus 12/14/96 Just below carriage road under decid. stems.
Agaricus xanthodermus Yellow Stainer 11/12 Facultative mycorrhizal Seven arcs or circles throughout cemetery in Nov. 2012
Armellaria ostoyae Honey Mushroom 11/12 Parasitic On OR White Oak at top (SE corner)
Bolbitius velutinus Yellow Fieldcap 11/12 Saprobic Scattered mostly in SE
Boletus zelleri Zeller's Bolete 11/12 Mycorrhizal Several areas
Chlorophyllum rachodes Shaggy Parasol 11/12 Saprobic N edge of Public Square
Dacramyces palmatum Witche's Butter 12/11/96 Saprobic On oak tree scar, just N of N Maus. meadow.
Daedalea quercina Oak Conk Multiple years Saprobic Saprobic on oak snags, logs or stumps
Fomatopsis officinalis Quinine Conk 1999 Parasitic
Gomphidius oregonensis Oregon Gomphidius 11/12 Mycorrhizal Several areas
Hebeloma crustiliniforme Poison Pie 12/10/96 Three locations at edges of meadows.
Hypomyces chrysospermus None 11/12 Parasitic Coating on Boletus zelleri; white, eventually turns yellow
Inocybe geophylla var. lilacina None Multiple years Mycorrhizal
Inocybe sororia None 1997 Mycorrhizal Smells like corn husks
Laccaria laccata Lackluster Laccaria 12/14/96 Near Stropharia in sawdust.
Phaeolus schweinitzii Butt Rott Multiple years Parasitic Throughout
Pluteus cervinus Deer Mushroom 3/12/97 Saprobic Just below carriage road on rotton wood.
Porodaedalia pini White Rot Fungus Multiple years Parasitic; Saprobic Throughout, on fir. Causes white pocket rot in heartwood.
Russula brevipes Short-stem Russula 12/7/97 Mycorrhizal Near top w/Douglas-fir.
Russula fragrantissima group Fragrant Russula 12/7/97 Mycorrhizal About 1/3 way down, at base of Doug-fir just N of S boundary.
Russula sp. Russula 11-12/96 Mycorrhizal NW area; S edge w/oaks.
Stropharia ambigua Ambiguous Stropharia 11/96; 12/14/96 NE area in sawdust just off carriage road.
Suillus sp. Slippery Jack 11/12 Mycorrhizal Small, reddish spots on pileus
